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SUBJECT:  Medical Occupational Data System Training Options (MODS) 

1.  Purpose.  This information paper outlines opportunities for Army National Guard to receive Medical Operational Data System (MODS) management training. The medical protection system (MEDPROS), a module of MODS, is the Army’s system of record for medical readiness and to determine if soldiers meet deployment requirements.  States are required to input IMR and immunization data into MEDPROS.  Users must be properly trained to input data into the system to ensure data quality and utilization. The following outlines three ways to acquire MODS training.

2.  Facts.


a. Professional Educational Center.  Two MODS Workshops will be offered each quarter in the PEC Computer Lab, room 103.  Workshop 1 will teach MEDPROS. Workshop 2 will teach Reserve Component MODS Modules. The events registration site may be accessed at https://events.pec.ngb.army.mil. Log in using your SSN and Last Name.  If you have registered before, the system will remember your information.  If it is your first time to log in, you will need to complete the information form to continue the registration process.  After logging in, and ensuring that the “my personal information” section is complete and updated, select “events List” from the menu at the top of the page. Choose your event (Medical Operational Data System) from the list (they are in order by date with the upcoming event at the top). Follow the links to register.   Students can enroll in both workshops.  Lodging is available and can be reserved on the PEC website.  Qualified ASMR instructors will conduct the MODS Workshops, each quarter. 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b. ASMR Training.  All states can send students to one of three monthly, two- day workshops called MODS data entry (includes MEDPROS) in Fairfax, Virginia. This option is ideal for local students. All students sent to Fairfax must be funded by their state. The max PER-DIEM for Fairfax is $201.00. To register, call the MODS help desk directly at 703-681-4976. Include the exact components of MODS you want taught.  
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
